	Pedagogy 
	Students will take tablets and search the playground for a variety of angels and will take a picture of them.  Students will return to the room and use the app Explain Everything to create a screen cast on what they have discovered and what knowledge they know about angles thus for in the lesson.

	Technology
	Personal tablets with camera, and Explain Everything app (or other Screencasting app)

	Level(s) of Bloom’s Revised Taxonomy
	Covers the Digital Taxonomy of higher order thinking from remembering to creating.

	Materials
	A brief remembering lesson on angles and lines, Personal digital tablet with camera, and Explain Everything app.

	Activity Objective
	Students will use their previous knowledge of angles and lines to create a screencast telling of the unique angles found on the playground.

	How the teacher uses technology
	Promethean board was used to refresh students on the various angles and lines.  Then the teacher will demonstrate on how to use Explain Everything to demonstrate expectations.

	How the students use technology
	Students will pair up and take the tablet and take pictures of angles found on the school playground, then they will be using the app to create a screencast demonstrating their findings with words and drawings.

	Classroom management techniques
	Place students in pairs.  Lesson becomes more efficient when paired with a higher level thinking student with a lesser achieving student. 

	Preparation before class
	Ask students to located angles of interest during a recess before lesson.  Make sure students know how to use Explain Everything app with moderation.

	Geometric exploration of angles and lines in the real world.

	Activity description
	1. Refresher activity with Promethean lesson on angles and lines.
2. Refresher lesson on how to use Explain Everything app and camera usage.
3. State outside expectations with partners when finding the pictures of angles.
4. Students return into classroom and begin to use the app to create and record a screencast on their findings.  This will allow the students to demonstrate their mastery of the different angles and lines.
5. Students will present their findings to the class and post them to share with others.
